INFORMATION ABOUT THE UNIFORM CARRIER REGISTRATION AGREEMENT

                           Registration  Due  By  May 15, 2008

The Federal Unified Carrier Registration Agreement (UCR) requires individuals and companies that operate commercial motor vehicles in interstate or international commerce to register their business with a base state and pay an annual fee based on the size of their fleet. If you operate a truck or bus in interstate or international commerce, if you offer services as a freight forwarder, broker or leasing company and you make arrangements for the transportation of cargo and goods in interstate or international commerce, the UCR applies to your business.

Registration for the calendar year 2008 is due by May 15, 2008. If you operated in 2007 and did not register for the UCR, both your 2007 and 2008 UCR fees must be paid to avoid possible enforcement action. The UCR Board of Directors has recommended an enforcement date of June 1, 2008, but individual states have the option of earlier enforcement for entities based in their state. 

For purposes of determining fees, a “commercial motor vehicle” is defined as a self-propelled or towed vehicle used on the highways in commerce principally to transport passengers or cargo, if the vehicle: 

Has a GVWR or GVW of 10,001 pounds or more;

 Is designed to transport 11 passengers or more including the driver; 
 Is used in transporting hazardous materials with a quantity requiring placards

UCR Compliance is verified via your US DOT number; and you will not receive a credential to carry in the vehicle.
